1. EXECUTIVE SUMMARY 

The principal strategy for this project was to conduct a series of child car restraint checking stations throughout the Upper Great Southern district. The project promoted the safe and correct use of restraints and aimed to increase local opportunities for parents to seek advice on purchase, selection, installation and adjustment of child restraints.

The project involved accessing training in Type 1 Child Car Restraint Fitting for at least 10 people in the Upper Great Southern; conducting at least 10 checking stations in the district; and conducting at least 1 Noongar targeted checking station.

A ‘toolkit’ was used at each checking station to showcase to participants’ different components and accessories for safe use and installation of child restraints. Banners and corflute signs were produced to assist in identifying the checking station locations on the particular day.

Checks were often conducted at times and locations where parents/carers with restraints were most likely to be, including playgroup, mothers group, child care and family day care centres. This proved more successful in some towns than others.

Radio and newspaper ads ran frequently throughout the duration of the program. Free media was also accessed in media releases in the Narrogin Observer and Wagin Argus, and advertising checking stations in the smaller newspapers within the district.

Advertising not only promoted the availability of Fitters in the region, but also provided tips on the correct use of restraints, and warnings when using second hand restraints. The statewide Child Car Restraint information line was promoted as well. The Upper Great Southern Primary Health Service received many phone calls for individual checks during the course of the program.

118 restraints were checked at 19 checking stations, and many more were checked at individual appointments throughout the year. A number of stakeholders were trained (Health, Main Roads, Education, Police) which enabled a comprehensive approach to be achieved. A number of Fitters have left the district, however new Type 1 Fitters can be trained in this region, as there is a local Lead Trainer. Restraints continue to be checked on a regular basis in the Upper Great Southern, and this will continue as long as there are trained Type 1 Fitters available.  

In the future, more could be done in the area of use of restraints among the local Aboriginal population.

2. TIMELINE

Fitters were trained in August 2005. Officially the project ran from November 05 – November 06, but the role of the Type 1 Fitters in the community continues.

3. EVALUATION 

Checking stations - 

· 118 restraint were checked at 19 checking stations throughout the Upper Great Southern in 2006. 

· Presentations were given prior to the checking stations on 5 occasions.

· 86 parents/carers attended these sessions, with more checks undertaken by individual appointment during this period.

· Checking stations were run in: Lake Grace, Newdegate, Kulin, Kondinin, Hyden, Beverley, Darkan, Williams, Boddington (x2), Narrogin – Best Start (Noongar specific), Quairading, Dumbleyung, Kukerin, Wagin, Williams, Pingelly, Brookton and Narrogin. 

Comments: 

The average number of restraints checked at each checking station was 6. The range was from 0 (Narrogin Best Start) to 16 (Wagin and Dumbleyung). Some communities were more actively involved in promoting and participating in the event than others were. Size of groups where the checking stations were run also impacted on the number checked. In some of the towns (Narrogin, Williams) checking stations were run at the end of 2005, so participation was not as high the second time around. Overall, we found it useful to link in with already formed parenting/playgroups than to run a checking station separate from these groups – no matter how well advertised. 

Post-check participant evaluation - 

· 33 parents/carers completed a post check evaluation questionnaire on the day (38%).

· All respondents were satisfied with the quality of the checking service.

· 30 respondents (91%) rated the service 5/5 on a scale of 1 (low) –5 (high); 2 (6%) respondents rated the service 4/5 and 1 (3%) respondent did not provide a number, but stated that they were VERY happy with the service.

· All respondents received some written information to take with them following the check.

· 25 (76%) could name one place in the Wheatbelt which they could go to get their restraints checked.

· 26 (79%) could recall 2 things that make their child safe in their restraint.

· All respondents would recommend other friends or family members have their car restraints checked by one of the Type  1 fitters in the region.

Comments: 

The survey has some limitations, as not all parents/carers that attended the checking stations completed the forms. Reasons that the form was not completed include - baby related; children unsettled after amount of time taken to check restraints; fitter did not ask participant to fill in form.

Post-program evaluation -

· 21 (64%) respondents agreed to be followed up at the end of the program. A post-evaluation form was either e-mailed or posted to these people. A RoadAware prize pack was offered as an incentive for returning the questionnaires. This questionnaire was implemented 13 months following the initial checking station, so it was expected to produce some longer-term outcome measures for the program.

· The same questionnaire was sent to people that had attended the Narrogin Child Health Clinic in the first 3 months of 2007 (n=21). One of these was returned to sender.

· Six questionnaires were returned completed (15%)

· Four respondents (67%) could state one place they could go to get their child’s car restraint checked in the Wheatbelt. One respondent (17%) did not know, but stated that she ‘could find out from her child health nurse’. Only one respondent (17%) did not know where to go to get their restraint checked in the region and did not state how they could find out.

· When asked a range of questions regarding appropriate use and features of a correctly fitted child car restraint (top tether strap, harness strap, tightness of straps, years of use, action following a crash, how to find anchor points) five (83%) respondents could name at least 2 correct features.

Comments:

· Narrogin, Primary Health and Child Health Centre were the most common answers to the question ‘where in the Wheatbelt can you get your child car restraint checked?’ 

· All but one person identified that they needed to throw a restraint away following a car crash.

· Respondents commonly remembered what to check with the top tether strap and harness straps for correct fitting (twists -3, tightness -2, wear/fraying –2).

· Four people (67%) were able to recall one way to check for correct anchor point usage in the vehicle – by checking the vehicle owner’s manual.

Media strategy

A number of media strategies were used throughout this program. The media campaign aimed to promote the safe and correct use and installation of child car restraints. It also promoted the Type 1 Fitting service available in the region, via checking stations or individual appointments. The statewide Child Car Restraint Information Line was also promoted.

On two occasions paid advertising and free newspaper articles were linked in with the Narrogin Observer’s quarterly maternity feature to maximise coverage to this target group.

Anecdotal comments from parents/carers indicated that these ads were viewed in the paper, prompting them to contact the Upper Great Southern Primary Health Service to have their child car restraints checked.

Overall uptake of the program has been positive. The post-program evaluation survey asked a question about the program advertising. Two people (33%) had seen the advertising only in the newspaper; one person had heard the advertising only on the radio (17%); two people had heard the advertising on radio and seen it in the newspaper (33%). Only one person that responded to this questionnaire had not seen any advertising.

4. OTHER RESULTS 

· One Child Health Nurse continues to place child car restraints on the agenda at ante-natal and post-natal groups, by presenting on the issue; including Current Affair footage provided in the training session.

· Narrogin Family Day Care has implemented a policy, which requires all family day carers who transport children in their care, to have restraints checked and fitted by a Type 1 fitter in the region.

· The service continues to be utilised by the community on a one-on-one by appointment basis, even without regular checking stations being conducted.

· A training session is proposed for later in 2007 for new Type 1 Fitters to be trained in the district. It would also be beneficial to run a refresher course for current Type 1 Fitters if they are not utilising this training on a regular basis.

· Comments received on how the checking service could be improved included (from post check questionnaires):

· ‘I felt more time was spent looking in the car manual and filling out paperwork than actually looking at the restraints’

· More advertising

· Postitive comments about the service (from post check questionnaires):

· ‘It is excellent that the service was provided in Lake Grace because we live in Pingrup and it only took half an hour to get here. Thankyou.’

· Fantastic service; Friendly (2); Informative (5); Thorough (3); ‘Good having it in Kulin’; Helpful

5. COMMENT ON THE IMPLICATIONS OF YOUR WORK FOR ROAD SAFETY

Parents and carers in the region have been provided with a free local service to ensure their children’s safety when travelling in vehicles. Each time a child car restraint was checked indicated a positive for road safety. It provided an opportunity to engage the parent/carer and provide an information service as well as checking the restraint. The number of participants attending checking stations, or calling for an individual appointment highlighted the importance of the issue for participants. The timing to coincide with the statewide strategy (training and information line) also helped to increase the impact and reach of the project. 

Unfortunately there were not more responses to the end of program evaluation. The outcome results therefore have limitations due to the small sample size and response rate.

6. COMMENT ON THE SUSTAINABILITY OF YOUR PROJECT 

The service will be sustained following the program, with the potential for more Type 1 Fitters to be trained in the future. The statewide information line is still operating.

· Program utilised training of Type 1 Fitters in region to conduct checking stations and individual checks by appointment.

· Checking stations were conducted at times and locations where parents/carers with restraints were most likely to be, including playgroup, mothers groups, child care and family day care centres. Where they were not conducted at the site of already formed groups, they were advertised to these groups through flyers prior to the event.
· Media activities included radio and newspaper advertising, and free advertising in the way of media releases to the local paper. This promoted safe installation and use of restraints, and how to access local fitters.
· Banner and corflute signs were purchased to promote checking stations on the day. These proved useful in identifying location of event.
· ‘Toolkit’ items were purchased for use as demonstration at checks, or in group settings. These can be used to explain some of the smaller additional items that may be required in correctly installing restraints. They have been particularly useful in the explanation of harness and gated buckles.
